TOTAL JATSO FY 2010 PROGRAM: 

 
The total amount of the Consolidated Planning Grant (CPG) and FTA Section 5307 allocations 
for FY 2011 is estimated at $174,854 and $ 55,494.  JATSO is budgeting $ 176,960 in CPG 
funds for planning tasks in FY 2011, resulting in an overall program budget of $ 276,716 
(includes FTA Sec. 5037). The new CPG funded projects include: the development of a 
Comprehensive Plan. 
 
Due to the economic climate of the Joplin Area, the JATSO is currently holding unobligated 
funds of approximately $ 531,526.15 in reserves. The issues at hand for the MPO are many of 
the smaller jurisdictions have limited budgets to pay for transportation projects upfront.  In 
addition, the poor economy has caused a reduction in the generated sales tax revenue for the City 
of Joplin, resulting in budgetary cuts.  However, the FY 2011 Comprehensive Plan should 
significantly reduce the reserve balance.  
 
JATSO deeply appreciates the advice and technical assistance provided by MoDOT, FHWA, and 
FTA in the course of conducting local planning activities.  JATSO recognizes that planning is a 
multi-faceted activity, requiring knowledge of a variety of subjects.  The dedication and 
cooperative spirit displayed by these agencies is deeply appreciated.
